CTATEMENT ok NEED

The Institute for Continuing Healthcare Education (The Institute) recognizes the need to

educate experienced nurses and social workers involved in non-malignant hematology
about the current challenges in managing patients with congenital and acquired
hemophilia. The development of inhibitors is among the most clinically challenging

complications of hemophilia.

Understanding this clinical challenge is critical to successfully managing patients with
hemophilia. Current treatment options include treatment of bleeding with bypassing
agents, the use of bypassing agents as prophylaxis to prevent bleeding, and eradication

of the inhibitor through immune tolerance induction (ITl).

This activity's curriculum includes educational interventions intended to improve the
diagnostic and treatment abilities of experienced nurses and social workers involved
in non-malignant hematology regarding the overall care of patients with congenital
and acquired hemophilia.

Presentation focusing on recent advances in hemostatic management, including
data from recent clinical trials with bypassing agents, sequential therapy, prophylaxis,
immune tolerance induction, and optimization of these treatments based on patient
needs. This session will also address genetics of inhibitor development and an
assessment of the psychosocial implications of the complications of inhibitors

as they relate to quality of life.

Case Workship: Part 1 Pediatric PatientZ. HouRS

This case workshop will involve the presentation of a challenging set of real-life issues
commonly faced by healthcare providers during the management of pediatric
hemophilia patients. Learners will be arranged into teams of 4-5 individuals to discuss
specific questions that arise during the care and management of a challenging patient
presented by activity faculty. Larger, group discussions will help to sort out many of the
complexities faced by nurses and social workers in today's healthcare environment.

Case Workshop: Part 2 Transitioning Into Adulthood?. HOURS

This case workshop will involve the presentation of a challenging set of real-life
issues commonly faced by healthcare providers as hemophilia patients transition
into adulthood. Learners will be rearranged to team with new colleagues to get a
fresh perspective on approaches to patient care and management before a larger
group discussion combs through the most important issues faced by older patients
with hemopbhilia.
